IAU Colloguium No. 110, Library and Information Ser-
vices in Astronomy (LISA), was held in Washington,
D.C. on July 28-August 1, 1988.

LISA I, an IAU Technical Workshop, will be held
at the European Southern Observatory, M unich-
Garching, on May 10-12, 1995.

The aims of this colloquium are twofold: (1) to provide
the opportunity for librarians of astronomical observato-
ries and ingtitutes to meet to discuss common problems,
and ways of stimulating greater cooperation between
libraries and their services; and (2) to raise discussion
about, and to throw light on, the interface areas between
astronomical libraries and the wide range of online and
other astronomical computer-based services which are
becoming ever more widespread.
