3. It was formed from one of the most violent
impacts in the history of the asteroid belt.

4. Surprisingly, the observations revealed that
Hygiea’s surface lacks the very large
impact crater that scientists expected to see.

5. With the help of the SPHERE instrument
on the VLT, astronomers found that Hygiea is
spherical...
